Rider Status Definition (See Rules and Guidelines for Detailed Definition) 

• Open: Rider that is 18 years or older, who makes a living or receives income from training, 
teaching/lessons or clinics. 

• Amateur: Non-professional rider that is 18 years or older. 

• Junior: Rider that is 17 years and under. On show grounds, Juniors are not allowed to handle/ride 
stallions and must wear a helmet when working with a horse at any time (not just while showing).    
Age is the age of the rider on January 1 of the current year.  

 

Age of the Horse: 
The Cowboy Dressage Horses’ age is based on January 1st of that calendar year, regardless of the month foaled.  For 
example - a horse foaled anytime in the year 2010 is considered one-year-old on January 1, 2011 and two years old on 
January 1, 2012. 
 

REMEMBER 
The Cowboy Dressage World Partners want its participants to consider the age and performance level (of both horse and 
rider) when choosing test levels. 
 

A Note About Gaited Horses:  The gaited tests are designed specifically for the gaited horse.  Gaited horses are welcome 
in the non-gaited tests but will be scored a maximum high value of 4.5 if gaiting instead of jogging when requested in 
the non-gaited test. 
 

A Note About Freestyle:  If you are considering showing any of the freestyles, please be mindful:   The Cowboy Dressage 
Freestyle is a showcase of accomplishments between horse and rider through the levels. The horse and rider must be 
prepared and able to do the Cowboy Dressage maneuvers successfully with grace, finesse, and respect the freestyle 
deserves. Partnership, Harmony, and Soft Feel are still a priority when scoring the Freestyle. The Freestyle should be fun 
and entertaining, while still a celebration of our finest horsemanship. For virtual shows the music must be clear and 
easily heard on videos. Music should probably be played close enough to microphone to be easily heard on video.

veterinarian certification or personal doctor note for entrant.

1. Class Placing: Classes will be placed from first to tenth place. 
2. Emailed Award Certificate: Awarded for places one through five. 
3. Division Champion Ribbon: Awarded to Open, Amateur, and Junior (must show in a minimum of 3 

classes—Partnership, Freestyle, Horsemanship and Liberty not included). For calculations the 3 highest 
scored tests will be added together and then divided by 3; regardless of test division (see division 
description on previous page). 

4. Partnership Champion Ribbon: Awarded to highest score regardless of status (must show in a minimum of 
2 classes). 

5. Liberty Champion Ribbon: Awarded to highest score regardless of status. (must show in a minimum of 2 
classes). 

6. Freestyle Ribbon:  Awarded to highest score regardless of status. 
7. Horsemanship Ribbon: Awarded to highest score regardless of status. 
8. Soft Feel Ribbon:  Awarded to the Highest Soft Feel Score regardless of status (tie will be broken based on 

highest scored test).

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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS DESIGNED BY COWBOY 
DRESSAGE WORLD, ALL OF WHICH CAN BE FOUND AT www.cowboydressageworld.com AND WILL BE CONDUCTED AND 
JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE HEREWITH.   
 
Rules and Regulations – “RESPONSIBILITIES” The OWNERS, RIDERS, AND TRAINERS are responsible for the knowledge 
of and compliance with the rules of Cowboy Dressage. 
 

1. Entries must be paid prior to the virtual gathering.  Any unpaid entries will not be entered. 
2. Entries must be made on the form provided, fully completed, with all required signatures, documentation and 

accompanied by a check, money order or enter through foxvillage.com (go to entries and follow prompts); in the 

full amount, payable to “Cowboy Dressage World” and in US Dollars, any unpaid entry shall not be recorded.  No 

post entries will be accepted if postmarked after 4/22/26; 6/17/26; 7/22/26; 9/2/26 (see “Important Dates” 

above) 

3. All scores are valid for Series-End Virtual Awards (must participate in 3 or the 4 virtual shows to qualify), Clinician 

Certification and qualification for Liberty/Neck Rope. 

4. For scores to count toward series-end virtual awards you must be a Remuda Member.  Join at: 

https://cowboydressageworld.com/join-us/  $50/adult or $15/junior new Remuda Member fee. 
5. Exhibitors are responsible for their own errors and those of their agents in preparation of entry blanks.  Tests will 

not be viewed unless full payment has been received by show secretary. 
6. Management reserves the right to change or alter the officials listed without notice prior to or during the 

gathering. 
7. This virtual gathering encourages feedback from its owners, riders, and trainers.  Please feel free to email feedback 

to bevmeyers@outlook.com 
8. Entries will be accepted for all classes. A maximum of 4 riding tests and 4 on the ground tests are allowed per 

horse. See “Important Dates” for exact video submission dates. 

9. Tests will be scored by CDW Approved Judge(s). 
10. Your video must be recorded on a correctly laid out Cowboy Dressage Court.  For Court dimensions and layout go 

to https://cowboydressageworld.com/resources/tests/cowboy-dressage-the-courts/ 
11. Refer to instructions below on how to record and submit video. 

12. Each Virtual Show Awards calculated as follows:  Division Champion Ribbon: Awarded to Open, Amateur, and 

Junior (must show in a minimum of 3 classes—Partnership, Freestyle, Horsemanship and Liberty not included). 

For calculations the 3 highest scored tests will be added together and then divided by 3; regardless of test 

division (see division description above); Partnership Champion Ribbon:  Awarded to highest score regardless of 

status (must show in a minimum of 2 classes); Horsemanship Champion Ribbon:  Awarded to highest score 

regardless of status (must show in a minimum of 2 classes); Liberty Champion Ribbon:  Awarded to highest score 

regardless of status. (must show in a minimum of 2 classes); Freestyle Ribbon:  Awarded to highest score 

regardless of status; Soft Feel Ribbon:  Awarded to the Highest Soft Feel Score regardless of status (tie will be 

broken based on highest scored test). 

13. Year-End Awards/Ribbons will be calculated as follows:  Must show in a minimum of 3 out of 4 virtual shows; 

must have ridden a minimum of 4 tests per status; highest 4 scores will be added together and divided by 4; 

Partnership, Horsemanship and Liberty must show in a minimum of 3 tests (top 3 will be added together and 

divided by 3); Freestyle top 2 scores will be added together and divided by 2; Soft Feel top 2 scores will be added 

together and divided by 2; Rookie (Amateur or Junior) top 2 scores will be added together and divided by 2 

(must have box checked on entry form) All buckle awards are combined Open, Amateur, Junior

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DETAILS FOR RECORDING AND SUBMITTING VIDEOS FOR VIRTUAL SHOWS 
 
• Install Whatsapp . It's free to download from your phone's app store. 

• Open WhatsApp. Tap OPEN in your phone's app store or tap the green and white WhatsApp icon. 

• Tap OK when prompted. This will allow WhatsApp to access your contacts. You may also have to allow 
WhatsApp to send notifications by tapping Allow. On Android, you'll tap ALLOW here. 
Tap Agree & Continue. It's at the bottom of the screen. On Android, you'll tap AGREE AND CONTINUE. 
Once you have set up the app, you will be added into a CDW Group Chat (you will be emailed the show name 

after you’ve entered. This is where you will need to upload your video too.  
 
RECORDING (must be a regulation court): 
To Film you will set your camera behind the letter “C” (where the judge would normally be located) and make sure the perimeters of 
the court are visible. Be sure to get the full picture of the horse in corners Y-M & Q-H and zoom when rider is at the A end of the 
arena.  The clearer the video, the easier it is to judge. Be sure to have your camera set horizontally. You must adhere to Cowboy 
Dressage rules for attire and tack for your recording.  Do not add music to non-freestyle tests. 
 
For Freestyle -- music should be next to recording device to be heard clearly. 
 
UPLOADING: 
Naming Protocol: Your video should be titled as follows: Test Abbreviation-LastName-Horse (e.g., POGWJ1-Smith-Buster).  
Email the Show Secretary when your video has been sent. 
 
To upload your video to Whatsapp from your device’s camera roll, you will need to first enter the CDW Group Chat (will be sent to 
you from show secretary).  Please make sure you have given us the correct phone number that is attached to the device the app is 
downloaded on.  
 

For IOS  (Apple) Users: 
Tap on “+” on the chat screen like we have shown at the picture below 

 
Then you will Tap on Camera or Photo & Video Library from the menu. 
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If you select the Camera, tap on shutter button and hold it. That’s how you will record video for WhatsApp on 
iOS. If you select Photo & Library select a video from the gallery. 
Tap on blue arrow icon and send it to your friend. 
This is how you can send video on WhatsApp iOS.  
 

How to Send Video on WhatsApp Android 
Run WhatsApp on your Android phone or tablet. 
Open the chat on the application. 
Tap on the attachment icon  

.  
Select Gallery or Camera from the menu that will appear after you tap on attachment. Gallery is for existing video on 
your device, camera is for recording video simultaneously and send it. 
When you are done with recording video on your camera or selecting a video on your gallery. Tap on green arrow to 
send it.  
 
That’s all, now you can send your video to your friend. Please don’t hesitate to ask questions. We will respond to your 
questions at cowboydressageworldmedia@gmail.com. 

 
Below we have outlined the way to stop WhatsApp automatically downloading ALL media files. 

To prevent all media files downloading on an iPhone: 

1. Launch WhatsApp on your iPhone. 

2. Tap the Settings icon (small cog) at the bottom right of the screen. 

3. Tap Chat Settings. 

4. Swipe the toggle off the Save Incoming Media option so that it is no longer green.

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If committing to this seems too much, it is also possible to switch off media downloads from one chat at 

a time, giving you more flexibility if you do want some images/videos to be saved. 

To prevent media files from one chat for an iPhone: 

1. Launch WhatsApp on your iPhone. 

2. Click on the chat you’d like to stop downloading media files from. 

3. Click on the name of person or group from this chat. 

4. Scroll to the option Save to Camera Roll. 

5. Click ‘Never’. 

This process will need to be repeated for each contact or group where you want to switch the automatic

To prevent all media files downloading on an Android: 

Preventing WhatsApp automatically downloading ALL media files is slightly different on an Android as it 

relies on settings involving Wi-Fi and Data, rather than a specific button in the app. 

1. Begin by opening WhatsApp and go to the window where chats are shown. 

2. Select Settings, the three vertical dots on the top right-hand side. 

3. Click on Data and storage usage. 

4. Head to Media Auto-Download, where you will encounter three options: When Using Cellular Data, 

When Connected on Wi-Fi and When Roaming. 

5. Disable auto-downloads by unchecking all three options, Images, Audio and Video. 
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To prevent media files from one chat for Android: 

1. Open a chat 

2. Tap the three dots in the top right-hand corner 

3. Tap “View contact” 

4. At the bottom there should be a section called “Media visibility” 

5. Choose ‘No’. 
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
